Not Started Categorical Exclusion (CE) – Level 2

During Hurricane Ike on September 13, 2008, excessive rainfall in Diboll caused a noticeable increase in the 
amount of inflow and infiltration present in the city's sanitary sewer system.  In order to identify and repair 
points of inflow and infiltration, the city has requested that an inflow and infiltration study be conducted on its 
entire northwest quadrant, since that quadrant is the oldest in town. The estimated linear feet of sanitary sewer 
main to be studied is ± 50,000 linear feet.  The scope of work includes rehabilitation of the existing wastewater 
collection system to address repairs identified by the study.

Potential funding sources for these projects 
include FEMA (Public Assistance and 406 
Mitigation), 404 Funding (administered by GDEM), 
CDBG, and local match for FEMA funding. CDBG 
funds cannot be used for local match to any 
items eligible for FEMA funding.
Duplication of benefit is not allowed.
